WILDERNESS BACK. IN THIS REGARD, MANY-
MEASURES HAVE BEEN TAKEN TO GIVE EXTINCT
SPECIES A SECOND CHANCE, RESULTING IN THE
COMEBACK OF ANIMALS SUCH AS BEAVERS
AND SEA EAGLES, AND A BOOST IN THE
COUNTRY’S SUSTAINABLE TOURISM POTENTIAL.

Sue Morgan. Kendisi Craigrowan Bed & Breakfast'in
isletmecisi ve hayatinin biiyiik bir boliimiinii Iskogya'nin
bat1 kryisindaki Mull Adasrnin el degmemis yaban
dogasinda gecirmis. Adanin kucak a¢tig1 yaban hayatiyla
stirdiiriilebilir bir yagam kurmus kendine. Deniz kartali
olarak da bilinen beyaz kuyruklu kartalin Iskogya'ya
doniisii bir bagar hikayesi olarak anlatiliyor sik sik.

Bu tiir 1800’lerde Ingiltere’de acimasizca avlanmis,

son deniz kartalt da 1918 de vurulmustu. 1970’lerin
ortalarinda bir disi bir de erkek Norvecli deniz kartal
Mull'un kuzeybatisindaki Rum Adasrna yerlegtirildi.
Bugiinse yaklagik 100 ift biiyiileyici yirtic kug Iskocya
semalarinda stiziiliiyor.

Kartallar adaya say1siz turist getirerek ekonomik bir
gelir kaynagi olusturdular. Upuzun objektifleriyle kug
gozlemcileri karla kapl zirvelerin arasindaki vadiye

agilan dolambagl yol boyunca siralaniyor. “Kartal Vadisi”

olarak anilan bu bélge isminin hakkini veriyor. “Burast
hayvanat bahgesi gibi.” diyor bir kugbilimci, havada
akrobatik hareketler yapan iki deniz kartalini isaret
ederek. Bu ugus bir tiir goz boyama stratejisi; yaklagan
altin kartal kendi bolgelerinden uzak tutmak ve tepenin
sahibinin kim oldugunu gostermek istiyorlar. Kugbilimci
halinden memnun goriiniiyor: “Artik deniz kartallar
iskogya’da kalic gibi...”

“l would not be here if it weren’t for the sea eagles
and golden eagles. They clearly attract tourists,”
Sue Morgan explains. She runs Craigrowan Bed &
Breakfast and has lived in the pristine wilderness of
the Isle of Mull, on Scotland’s west coast, for most of
her life. She makes a sustainable living with the aid of
the wildlife supported by the island. The comeback
of the white tailed eagle, which is the biggest bird of
prey in Britain, is often described as a success story.
The species was hunted mercilessly in Britain in the
1800s and the last sea eagle was shot in 1918. In the
mid-1970s a couple of Norwegian sea eagles were
put back in the Isle of Rum, northwest of Mull. Now
approximately 100 pairs of sea eagles steadily walk
the grounds of Scotland.

The eagles bring scores of tourists and their money
to the island. Bird-watchers with long zoom lenses
stand along the winding road leading into a valley
between some snow-capped peaks. The area is
called “Eagle Alley” and lives up to its name. “It’s like
a zoo here,” an ornithologist shouts and points at
two sea eagles making acrobatic dives through the
air. The flight performance apparently is for showing
off: to keep an approaching golden eagle off the sea
eagles’ territory and to show who the real king of the
hill is. The ornithologist seems content: “This time the
sea eagles are in Scotland for good.”
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Kunduzlari Doniisii

Gegmiste Avrupa’da ozellikle eti ve postu
icin avlanan, bu anlamda en ¢ok zarar goren
hayvanlardan olan kunduzlar Isko¢ya’da 400
yil dnce yok oldu. Doganin korunmasina
biiylik 6nem veren Paul ve Louise Ramsay,
iki Avrupa kunduzunu isko¢ya’nin Highlands
bolgesinin sinirindaki Bamff Estate adli

ozel miilke 2002’de getirdi. Miilkiyetin
yayginlastigi sulak arazide yaklagik 20
kunduz yagsiyor; gerek turistler gerek yerli
halk bu sevimli hayvanlari gormek i¢in
buraya akin ediyor.

Paul Ramsey bize kunduz arazisini gezdiriyor.

Cayin ve kemirilmis her boydan agacin
ortasinda inga edilmig barajlar ve barinaklar;
tam anlamiyla “doganin peyzaj mimarlari
tarafindan” olusturularak doniistiirtilmiis
yerler. “Selleri kontrol altinda tutup

karbon yutaklarr olusturarak biyocesitliligi
arttirtyorlar. Bunun olumlu etkilerini
kuslarda ve su samurlarinda gorebiliyoruz.”
diyor Paul Ramsey ve ekliyor: “Avrupa’da
sulak alanlar yok olmustu. Kunduzlar bu

alanlar1 yeniden kazanmanin en iyi yolu.”

The Return of the Beavers

Formerly one of the most hunted animals in Europe,
beavers were killed for their meat and fur, and vanished
from Scotland 400 years ago. In 2002, two European
beavers were reintroduced on Bamff Estate, a privately
owned property on the edge of the Scottish Highlands
by Paul and Louise Ramsay, who both are involved

in nature conservation. Currently there are about 20
beavers spread throughout the wetlands on their
property, which tourists and locals come to spot.

Paul Ramsey shows us his beaver territory: gnawed tree
trunks in varying sizes, dams and lodges built in the
middle of a creek, an area, which has been transformed
by “nature’s own landscape architects.” “They control
floods, create carbon sinks and increase biodiversity;
we see benefits for the birdlife and otters,” Paul Ramsey
says. “Europe has lost its wetlands. Beavers are a great
way to recover them.”
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Biiyiik Resim

Bircok insan Highlands’i drten sonsuz yesil tepelerin ve
Birlesik Krallik’in biiyiik bir boliimiintin giizel, dogal
oldugunu diistinebilir. Bir zamanlar buray1 mesken
tutan uzun agaclar tarim ve ekonomik biiytime igin
feda edilince ay1, kurt ve vasak gibi biiyiik hayvanlar
da yok oldu. Ulke, diinyada yirtict hayvanlarin en az
bulundugu yerlerden biri hline geldi. Rewilding Britain
adl kurulug bu soruna bir ¢oziim bulmaya gayret
ediyor. “Dogal dengeyi yeniden kuracak ana tiirlerin
buraya tekrar yerlesmesini istiyoruz.” diyor kurulusun
Iskogya Direktorii David Balharry ve Iskogyanin belli
kesimlerindeki geyik popiilasyonunun kontrolden
cikti@ini, bu durumun da bitki ortiistiniin yeniden
canlanmasini engelledigini soyliiyor.
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A Bigger Picture

Many may perceive the endless green hills that
cover the Scottish Highlands and much of Britain
as beautiful and natural. In fact, the forests that
once stood tall here had to give way for agriculture
and economic growth, and large animals like bears,
wolfs and lynx were exterminated. The country is
one of few in the world that lacks top predators. The
organization Rewilding Britain is trying to change
that. “We want to reintroduce key species, which
will manage the natural balance,” says the head

of Rewilding Britain in Scotland David Balharry
and explains that the deer populations in parts of
Scotland are growing out of control and limit the
regrowth of vegetation.
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1700 ’lerin ortalarindan bu yana Highlands’te hig
kurt goriilmemis ama bu durum yakinda degisecek
gibi duruyor. Iskogya’nin kuzeydogusunda yer alan
ve 9o kilometrekareden biiyiik bir alana yayilan 6zel
arazi Alladale Wilderness Reserve’iin sahibi Paul
Lister, Ingiliz bir hayirsever. Yerel agaglari yeniden
dikip boz ay1 ve kurt gibi ana yirticilar1 bolgeye tekrar
getirerek araziyi eski glinlerine dondiirmeye caligtyor.
Ekoturistleri de tekrar bolgeye cekiyor ayni zamanda.

Engebeli yolda ilerleyen arazi aracini bir alageyik
stirtisii dikkatle izliyor. Rezervdeki kapali alanlar
agaclar geyiklerden koruyor. Alladale Wilderness
Reserve’ii igleten Innes MacNeil ileride ana yirticilar
agirlayacak biiyiik kapali alanlarin da olmasini umuyor.
“Herkes yaban hayatini ve dogay1 yeniden inga
etmekten bahsediyor. Bu y1l bu bolgeye ana yirticilar
yerlestirmesi i¢in hiikiimete baski yapacagiz.” diyerek
sohbeti noktalryor MacNeil.
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Wolfs have not been sighted in the Highlands since
the mid-1700s but this might soon change. At Alladale
Wilderness Reserve, a private land covering more than
90 square kilometers in the northeast of Scotland,

the owner, English philanthropist Paul Lister, wants

to recreate the landscape through replanting native
trees and reintroducing top predators like brown bears
and wolfs. At the same time, he wants to attract eco
tourists.

A flock of red deer cautiously watch the Land Rover

as it approaches them on the bumpy path. Enclosed
areas in the reserve are protecting tree plants from the
deer. Soon there will be huge enclosures holding top
predators as well, hopes Innes MacNeil, who is manager
at Alladale Wilderness Reserve. “Everyone talks about
rewilding nowadays,” he says. “This year we will push
the government further to be able to set out top
predators in this area.”
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
